FUN IDEAS TO FILL YOUR TIME

PICNICS: You might make a customary picnic lunch while asking your student
to share customary food or their favorite picnic dish.

BAKING: American kids grow up knowing how to make cookies and cakes
but, most likely, your student does not.

SPECIAL CELEBRATIONS: Attending weddings, quinceaneras, baptisms,
birthday parties, baby showers, retirement parties, etc. are very exciting
occasions for students.
